REPAIR PROCEDURE

* Repair both rear doors together.

1. Verify if the hole in weatherstrip for fastener is not cracked as shown in below pictures.
If it is cracked such as picture “NG”, replace weatherstrip with a new one.
* When replacing the weatherstrip, verify there is no water leakage.

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2. Remove the weatherstrip (if not detached already) and the fasteners from both rear doors.
* Be careful not to damage the fastener hole in weatherstrip during removal..

3. Cut off the new fastener (GHY0-58-762) one notch from end as shown in following
pictures.

4. Install the cut fasteners to both rear doors’
weatherstrip.
* Do not install the weatherstrip to the door panel
yet.

5. Clean the bonded area of weatherstrip and door
panel. (Dotted line area of picture)
