	Installation Instructions

	

	This kit is not plug and play.  Each vehicle is so different that a standard way to mount them is impossible.  This kit is best suited for do it yourselfers who have at least a very basic understanding of vehicle wiring (ie, which wire is the positive and which wire is the ground or negative).  Here are some basic options in wiring these lights to your vehicle:

The "Easy Way":  Wire the lights directly to the battery with a toggle switch (not included) in between. This way you can turn the lights on and off at your discretion.
The "Less Easy Way": Wire the lights into either the fuse box, the ignition switch or in the headlight or tail light or interior light series. This way the lights are on anytime your vehicle lights are on.  (This way requires a little more knowledge of vehicle wiring).  Some vehicles don't have a fuse box that allows auxiliary wiring.  Please check your vehicle for proper access before counting on this option to install.
You can wire these in a series or parallel.
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
