Preparation before installation
1. Turn the steering wheel to full left lock.

Note
(. When working on the right side, turn it to full right
lock.

Cutting the stone guard (Vehicles with 18 in.

wheels only)

1. Remove the stone guard tapping screws (2).

2. Using a flathead screwdriver (see the cross-sectional
view), remove the stone guard clips (3) starting from the
vehicle front.

/ACAUTION

« Remove the stone guard clips carefully one by one
so as not to damage them.

« The removed screws (2) will be reused for installing
the front mud flap. Be careful not to damage or lose
them.

3. Using an ultrasonic cutter or similar cutter, cut the stone
guard at the position shown in the figure.

Note
s The cut off front portion of the stone guard is not

necessary for this product.

4. Fit the clips (3) to the vehicle to place the stone guard
(rear part) back into position.

Removing hole covers (Vehicle with 16in. wheels

only)

1. Using a flathead screwdriver, remove the hole covers
(2) starting from the vehicle front.

Removing fasteners

1. Remove the splash shield installation fasteners (3) and
the chip guard.

« The removed fasteners (3) and the chip guard are
not necessary for this product.

6 | FRONT MUD FLAP INSTALLATION

¢ The front mud flap is made of hard plastic. Handle it with care, as it may be deformed or discolored if
it contacts solvents such as paint thinner or comes close to flame.

. Pull the splash shield outward, and install the clip nut in
the position shown in the figure.

For vehicles with 16 in. wheels, install the clips included

in the kit in the positions shown in the figure.

- /NCAUTION

» Be sure to install the clip nut and the clips in the
orientation shown in the figure. If installed with

improper orientation, the front mud flap cannot be
installed.

3. For vehicles with 18 in. wheels, align the clip orientation
using pliers.

4. Wipe the front mud flap installation surface clean using
a clean cloth dampened with Isopropyl alcohol (IPA).

~ /MA\CAUTION

o [f the front mud flap installation surface is not
sufficiently clean the front mud flap may come off.

* Do not use organic solvent such as paint thinner,
benzene or gasoline when degreasing, as these can

~

damage the paint.

5. Slightly peel back the tape backing and fold away from
the front mud flap.

6. Align the installation holes in the front mud flap with
those in the vehicle body, and temporarily tighten @
and @ shown in the figure. (Do not tighten them fully.)

Note

« For vehicles with 18 in. wheels, reuse the original
tapping screw that was installed to the stone guard
for the @ tapping screw.

« For vehicles with 16 in. wheels, use the tapping
screw included in the kit for the @ tapping screw.

7. Remove the tape backing while pressing the front mud
flap lightly and making sure that no gap is formed
between the vehicle and the front mud flap.

Note
« Perform this work very carefully so as not to tear the-
tape backing.

8. Press the front mud flap evenly in the areas where the
double-sided adhesive tape is affixed.

9. Fully tighten @ and @.

Note
« When tightening the @ tapping screw, press the
points shown in the figure.

10. Install the @ fastener to fix the front mud flap.

1. Make sure that there is no excessive gap.
Make sure that the screws and the fasteners are securely tightened.
